Almost two-thirds of Albertans (61%) believe it is unacceptabl e to make cuts to the healthcare
system at this time according to a new poll conducted for CBC Alberta by NRG Research Group.

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The poll shows that 70% of Albertans are not confident the Government can make cuts and retain
guality in the system. This lack of confidence is highest outside of Edmonton and Calgary, where
73% or respondents say they have little to no confid ence cuts can be made without sacrificing
quality.

The CBCi Alberta Healthcare survey took place between September 18 and 23, 2009 by telephone
utilizing a random digital sample, ensuring all adult Albertans had an equal chance of being
selected. This representative cross-section of 804 adult Albertans is accurate to within +/ -3.5
percentage points 19 times out of 20.
