Albertans Want Limits to Privatization but Willing to Pay More for

Faster

Service

Albertans are divided about how much privatization should be allowed in the healthcare system
according to a recent poll conducted for CBC Alberta by NRG Research Group.

Almost half of the people surveyed (43%) want the availability of private services limited, while
one in four (24%) think the scope of private services should be expanded. [See Figure 11]

If it means faster service or treatment:

e 519% of Albertans would pay to access MRIs or other diagnostic tests;
e 42% would pay for faster treatment of hip or knee replacement;

e 38% would pay for faster service at a walk-in clinic; and

e 34% would pay for new drugs or therapies. [See Figure 12]
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The poll found overall, healthcare is the number one concern for Albertans, followed by the
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The CBC 1 Alberta Healthcare survey took place between September 18 and 23, 2009 by telephone
utilizing a random digital sample, ensuring all adult Albertans had an equal chance of being
selected. This representative cross-section of 804 adult Albertans is accurate to within +/-3.5

percentage points 19 times out of 20.
